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Program Description 
➤➤ The School of Philosophy, Renmin University of China, is one of the largest centers for philosophical study 

in China and the world, with an international reputation for academic excellence. The School has 80 faculty 
members, about 400 graduate students, and 300 undergraduate students.

After fulfilling all the course work, the student will conduct independent 
study on a selected topic and write a master thesis in the last semester. 

➤➤ This program also provides students with opportunities to visit some of China’s most important cultural 
places, such as the Forbidden City, Temple of Heaven, Lama Tempe in Beijing, Xi’an, Qufu, Yan’an, etc. Upon 
the completion of the program, graduates will earn a Master Degree of philosophy, recognized by the Ministry 
of Education of the People’s Republic of China.
